You might be surprised at some of the facts noted. 

 
 

    “Women have served in some capacity in the Amer ican 
Revolution, the conflicts in Panama, Bosnia, Kosovo , 
Afghanistan and Iraq.  Throughout  the early wars a nd 
conflicts, women were not considered “legal” vetera ns and 
were not able to take advantage of post-war service s offered, 
like medical, psychological, educational, home-buyi ng, and 
disability services.   Thirty three thousand women served in 
World War One and almost 500,000 took part in World  War 
Two.  During the Korean War 120,000 women served an d 
seven thousand were deployed in theater during Viet  Nam.  In 
the course of Desert Storm over 40,000 women were d eployed.   
 
 Although there are many veteran’s organizations th at 
honor and provide services to those who have served , many 
women veterans are not taking advantage of programs  
offered.  This is due to a lack of knowledge or lac k of specified 
services pertaining to women’s needs.  In addition,  many 
recent women veterans are single parents who left c hildren in 
the care of relatives.  These mothers and children face unique 
problems that  present service organizations are no t equipped 
to handle.   
 
 By honoring these women, we wanted to let them kno w 
that they are not forgotten and that they are being  particularly 
thanked for their commitment, service and patriotis m to our 
country.
